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Within twenty minutes of
being born, the fawn is able
to stand for the first time and
within three to four hours, is
strong enough to follow its
mother.

Many people find fawns in the
woods and mistakingly believe
they are abandoned. In real-
ity, the mother has hidden them
while she goes to find food.

A fawn is born with no scent
so a predator can pass very close
; by and never realize that the
S fawn is there. Newborn fawns
& also instinctively know to freeze
when they sense danger. A fawn’s
colors and spots help camouflage
them as they lay hidden on the
forest floor.
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
